Undergraduate Education/Associate Dean’s Report
Ann Cranston-Gingras reported the following:

¢ Memorial for the student (Alexis Tandy) who passed away in the fall semester
tomorrow at 10 am in the Marshall Center.

o Student Self-Service — We have been directed not to use the term “Oasis” any
longer; instead use Student Self-Service. Please remove Oasis from syllabi, Canvas,
websites, etc. Link to Student Self-Service with resources is on Registrar’s website.

e Undergraduate Metrics — Increased emphasis on metrics at all levels -most are
aimed at FTIC, Ann shared various data summaries that show COEDU metrics with
undergraduate students specifically including retention rates, 4-year graduation,
etc. She also shared some slides from a recent Board of Governor’s (BOG)meeting
depicting potential new metrics including internships and Pell student success.

Darran provided the following report to the UPC sent out a list of people not in campus folio
and need the data.

Office of Clinical Education Report
Jennifer Jacobs shared the following report with UPC:
In coordination with our COE clinical coordinators, the OCE is implementing a new final
internship evaluation rubric starting this Spring, 2025. We've had two professional learning
experiences collaborating with HCPS to support the tfransition for our field supervisors. Please
let me know if you would like a recording of that fraining. We've also created several tools to
collect observational data and feedback in post-conferences. We are pilofing various
versions of those by program and plan to meet this summer to develop several tools that will
be shared across programs. I'm happy to meet with any faculty who would like more
information on this new rubric and to brainstorm ways to embed it in coursework. Individual
programs will be working with their mentor teachers to support their learning as well. On
January 27, from 4:30-6:30, we will have a Mentor-Teacher Meet-up in TECO with any
teachers who have served as Mentor Teachers to our students. We will discuss the indicators
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of our new dispositions and the development process. There will also be time for Mentor
Teachers to provide feedback to programes.

General Education Council Report
Jane Govoni and Mo Chiodini shared the following report with the UPC from the Gen Ed

Meeting on December 2, 2024.
Dr Buckley-Burnell, Associate Vice President & Executive Director Center for Career &
Professional Development, provided a presentation on the Quality Enhancement Plan
(QEP).
Dr Buckley-Burnell charged the Council with keeping the ExCel QEP in mind for student
experience tfracking. She also asked Council members to be aware of any potential on-
campus internships they may be able to create that are eligible for FWS funding. Lastly,
she asked for faculty to assist in assessing student outcomes by way of Canvas
Outcomes.
