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REPORTS

Undergraduate Education/Associate Dean’s Report
Ann Cranston-Gingras reported the following:

e University metrics are based mainly on Undergraduate students, and post-storm often
causes the numbers to go down and financially impact the universities. Please keep in
contact with your students as much as possible and give them as much support as
possible.

e The last date for fall classes is December 12; dates have been changed to make up time
lost from the hurricanes and other dates have been adjusted as well. There is no longer a
test-free week nor a finals week; instruction continues until the last day of classes on
December 12.

e Spring registration begins on November 12.

e Admissions has been totally revamped and have created two new committees: one on
undergraduate prospective students/recruitment and then a committee on
Undergraduate retention.

e Closing the OCIS Director search because of the impacts of the storms and budget.

e Here are some of the available resources for students:

e Financial Aid is reviewing students who applied for emergency grants through
the Fund-a-Bull application.

o These emergency grants are available for undergrad and grad students on all
three campuses.

o They are meant to provide TEMPORARY relief to students for one month to
tide them over until they can receive more extensive aid from sources like
FEMA, insurance, etc.

o Students can request an emergency grant to cover unexpected losses in due
to the hurricane, to include housing, food, transportation, books and personal
expenses. The most an individual student can receive is $1,500.

o Emergency grants do not change a student’s cost of attendance or change
a student’s future financial aid.

Student Academic Services Report
Deanna Schwope shared the report on behalf of Jeany McCarthy to the UPC:

We support UGS in identifying and putting an attribute (HUR) on students impacted by
the two recent hurricanes. The purpose of the attribute is to track and monitor these
students. The other way we support students is to inform them of the multiple resources
on the Dean of Students website. We have also connected them to a survey-fund-a-bull,
which could result in financial support. Finally, ARC reps have been asked to indicate
whether a student is withdrawing from classes due to either hurricane. If so, they will
receive the attribute and will not need fo file a Fee Adjustment Form to get their
tuition/or a portion of it back. Instead, their petition will be routed directly to financial aid
regardless of whether they received it.
