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  Fall Undergraduate enrollment is up.   
Students who have not passed the FTCE do not have to enroll for 
the summer while waiting to hear about the results of the FTCE.

Office of Clinical Education Report 
Jennifer Jacobs submitted the following report: 

The Practitioner Research Conference will occur on April 25 from 4:30-7:30 
for early childhood, elementary, and secondary. Other programs also 
present their research—Physical Education on April 22 and Special 
Education on April 18. Sarasota held theirs last Friday evening, and St. 
Petersburg will hold theirs on April 29.  Engaging in practitioner inquiry is a 
crucial routine of practice within clinical education.  
 
Final Internship Surveys -Our office has worked to administer final 
internship surveys to both mentor teachers and interns. We will be working 
this summer to analyze this data and provide reports to the program.  

 
Outlook for next year—I would like to do some sessions on the new 
Association of Teacher Education Standards for Clinical Practice to 
showcase our work and engage in self-reflection to improve our 
programs.  
Additionally, I want to have a clinical practice research group that will 
meet regularly. I have already collected the names of interested faculty 
members.  
Also, I will be working with programs to encourage opportunities for 
faculty and mentor teachers to meet and communicate.

        Course Discontinued – CHM 2020 Chemistry for Liberal Studies I  
  
 Kyna R. Betancourt reported that she was asked to identify enhanced 

General Education courses that could be concerning or might be flagged 
by reviewers. There are 15 courses with titles that could be problematic, 
and the respective associate deans/chairs were contacted regarding 
plausible course title changes. She will bring back any changes at the next 
meeting.  

 
 If proposals are not approved by April 15th, the courses must be approved 

in Fall 2024. Some are waiting on the proposers' responses and others need 
revised syllabi to include the Gen Ed criteria appropriately.
